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	In Reading, we postponed the next theme in the textbook and began Theme 5:  Heroes.  Students discussed characteristics of heroes and identified people with those same traits.
In honor of the upcoming holiday, we read our first selection Happy Birthday, Dr. King!  Jamal learns a valuable lesson from his Grandpa Joe about peaceful resolutions.  

A majority of the week was spent learning about cause and effect.  A cause is the reason an event occurs whereas, an event is the result of a cause.  Students were able to find cause-effect relationships within the story.  Choice assignments focused on vocabulary skills.
In Language, students briefly reviewed nouns and then quickly discovered how pronouns can take their place in the subject of a sentence.  We were also able to identify how pronouns can refer to the subject when located elsewhere in the sentence.
We began discussing how informational writing  contains facts that support the topic sentence in a paragraph.  It is important to organize the information in chronological order, spatial order, or order of importance.  Students engaged in a “choice” assignment.
In Spelling, students learned about prefixes and suffixes added to base words.  Students analyzed the meaning of each and how the meaning of a word can also be changed.
