          In Reading, we continued our Heroes theme in the textbook and read the selection Gloria Estefan.    She was a woman who accomplished many things at an early age and had to overcome many obstacles in her life to achieve success.  Take a trip down the 80’s memory lane by asking your child what some of those amazing things were!  

           Working with a partner, students listened and made judgments about characters’ responses to events.  They also made judgments about the author’s viewpoint and about what makes a person a hero.  Why might someone call Gloria Estefan a “hero”?

           In Language, students reviewed subject pronouns and then found out they are called object pronouns when they are located after the verb (or predicate) in a sentence.

         In Spelling, students remembered how to change the y to an i before adding endings such as –er, -est, and –es.  This rule applies to words that end with a consonant + y.
