	This week, students learned:

Math:   Subtraction of two or more digits.  We came back to Chapter 2 and completed the remainder of our lessons on subtraction.  Students completed a review that will be discussed next week.  Our Chapter 2 Addition and Subtraction Test will be on Wednesday, October 2nd.

Language:  Proper nouns.  We learned how to identify the names of common nouns and used capital letters to write each proper nouns.  Students were encouraged to name the specific noun rather than “person, place, or thing”.  For example: Monopoly is the proper noun name for a game (thing).

Spelling:  Studied words with /ou/ and /o/ sounds. These are commonly spelled with an ow, ou, aw, au, a followed by an l, and ou followed by a consonant.   

Reading:  Sequence of events.  The students enjoyed reading Tomas and the Library Lady, a story about an immigrant family of workers who travel between states to work on farms picking corn and vegetables.  Tomas feels rich when he is given the opportunity to delve into the world of books.  Tomas taught the librarian and us some Spanish phrases.  Can your child remember some of them?
Science.:  Nervous and digestive systems.  Next week, we will finish our study of human body systems with the muscular system.  Then, on Friday, October 4th students will be assessed with a test on Chapter 4.  

S.S.:  Government, democracy, & Bill of Rights.  We continued working on the basic principles of our American government.  Next week, we shall begin our look into how the West developed.  This story and activities will be connected to our reading story.
