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	What we learned this week:

Math:   We reviewed special little tips on how to remember our multiplication facts and completed our multiplication table this week. For example:  Ask your child what 3 patterns are noticeable in the 9 factor products by “adding”, how to check their factors of 9 by looking at the sum of the product digits and the “finger trick.  
Language:  It’s been a busy week in writing!  In addition to those found in the story Finding the Titanic, students used the computer lab to research facts about the Titanic tragedy.  We learned how to write complete sentence answers when given a question. Part of the question (important words) is used and the answer is turned into a statement. Students answered topic related questions to use in their newspaper articles. 
Spelling:  We studied words having short and long /u/ sounds and spelling patterns (ui, u+consonant+e, ew, etc) of each.  This pattern was the same as last week’s!  We took our test on Thursday instead of Friday because it was the last day of the school week.  In the event of an absence, please remember that make-up tests are given on Tuesday mornings at 8:00 am the following week.
Spelling lists are posted on the website www.cusd4.org if your student loses his/hers or if you need another copy.

Reading: Students continued learning more about the Titanic. All were informed that their newspaper article will serve as a grade for writing in Language AND a grade in Reading.  Due to the amount of time devoted each day in class, the paper will be worth 400 points; 100 points per each day this week for each of the two subjects.  Students were continuously reminded to use class time to work wisely.
S.S.:  We located news and feature articles in newspapers. Then, identified the newspaper name, dateline, headline, byline, caption, etc.
