	Math:   We continued using our multiplication facts to divide.  Students completed a review today in preparation for our upcoming Chapter 3 test on Tuesday, November 22nd .  Multiplication fact practice is strongly encouraged at home.
Language:  Students learned how to capitalize proper nouns (days, months, holidays, family names, titles of respect, etc.). They also learned how to change singular nouns to singular possessive nouns to show who has or owns something.  We do this by adding an apostrophe and –s.  
Spelling:  This week, we continued applying our spelling rules of forming plural words with –s and –es.  If a singular noun ends in a consonant + y, we change it to i and add -es.  If it ends with a vowel + y, all we do is add an 
–s. Words ending with sh, ch, x, ss, and s are made plural by adding –es. 
Reading:  Students formed generalizations based on details from Boss of Plains and Colorado in the West.  We look at least three facts and form a statement that is true most of the time.  The students took a “Boss of the Plains” comprehension quiz on Friday.  As always, I will try my best to grade these today! 
Science.:  We began studying the states of matter (gas, liquid, solid) this week. Students are learning about volume, solubility, buoyancy, and density. 
S.S.:  In conjunction with Reading, we finished studying why explorers and pioneers moved West during the mid-1800s.  
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
