	Math:   This week, students reviewed concepts from Chapter 5 and took a test on Wednesday, 12/14.  Those were sent home on Thursday in their yellow folders.  We also spent some time catching up on Monkey Math two-minute timings.  Students need to pass 10 timings in order to move onto division.   The goal is to MASTER all of our multiplication facts by the end of the school year!  
Language:  Students learned that helping verbs are small words, such as will, is, has, have, etc., that “help” the main or action verb show what the subject(s) does in the sentence.  They also learned which ones to use with singular and plural subjects.
Spelling:  We studied words from “Cendrillon” with a weak vowel sound in the final syllable, otherwise known as the schwa.  These words contained the common spelling patterns of –or, -ar, -er, -el, -le, and –al.  It was a tricky list because of the similar pronunciations!
Reading:  This week, we read a fairy tale called “Cendrillon”.  It is a version of Cinderella that takes place in Martinique.  We used our comparing and contrasting skills to complete a Venn Diagram.  Students listed similarities and differences between characters and between the movie & story.
Science.:  On Tuesday, students took a Matter Test.  These were also sent home in their yellow folders on Thursday.  We began a new course of study with thermal energy.  It was wonderful talking about warmth, high temperatures, and solar energy during this long week of coldness and rain!  

Social Studies:  I couldn’t have picked a more appropriate time to teach this state objective:  economics!  Students are now able to explain the difference between needs/wants, goods/services, producers/consumers, and supply/demand.  We will continue this unit when we return from break.
