	Math:   This week, students multiplied two-digit and three-digit numbers, including those involving money.  For each type of problem, the students learned that the same steps are followed irregardless of how many digits there are.  We also applied our regrouping skills when necessary. Students will take a Chapter 5 MultiplicationTest on Wednesday, December 14th.  Please encourage multiplication fact practice at home.
Language:  Students took a noun quiz on Tuesday. Please look for those in today’s Friday folder.  We began a more in-depth study of verbs.  At the beginning of the year, we learned a verb starts the predicate part of a sentence.  This week our focus was on identifying action verbs.  Students loved playing charades and guessing what other students were doing!
Spelling:  This week, we studied compound words from “The Stranger”. Compound words are made up of two or more smaller words.  Students were able to identify these in each word.  We also learned three types of compound words:  those that are written as one whole word; those written with a hyphen, and those written as two separate words. Due to the early dismissal today, students were informed on Monday that our test was changed to Thursday this week.
Reading:  This week, we read a fantasy called “The Stranger”.  When a peculiar man stays at the Bailey farm, strange things begin to happen.  Students drew the conclusion that the stranger had something to do with changing the seasons every year. Some call him Jack Frost.  Students learned to identify cause & effect and elements of suspense in a story.
Science.:  We continued our study of matter this week in preparation for our test on Tuesday, December 13th.  Students are starting to realize that not all answers are simply stated in black & white.  Sometimes we have to use our brains to infer an answer based on our own personal experiences.
