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	Illinois Standards Achievement Test (ISAT) measures individual student achievement based on the Illinois Learning Standards.  The results give parents, teachers, and schools one measure of student learning and school performance.   Examples of the test can be found on the ISBE website.  Since our curriculum is based on the Illinois Learning Standards, students have been preparing for these tests all year.  Students should feel confident and read to do their best.  A few things you can do to help your student prepare for the tests are:
1. Promote a relaxed feeling about test taking.  Encourage your student to do his/her best but point out one test can’t measure everything a student is capable of doing.
2. Remember to praise your student for good efforts on assignments and test.  Students who feel good about themselves do better on tests.
3. Review together what your student has learned so far this year.  Go over assignments and quizzes your student has brought home.  Make up questions and quiz one another. Check out the ISBE website together.  
4. Make sure your student gets a good night’s rest and eats a healthy breakfast on test day.
5. Get your student to school on time and try to avoid scheduling any appointments during test times.
6. Advise your student to read all directions and questions carefully, and to answer the easiest questions first.
Remind your student to answer all the questions.  For tough multiple-choice questions, suggest a process of elimination to rule out the obviously wrong answers and narrow the choice.

	          In Reading and Language, the students practiced writing extended responses after reading a short passage.  Comprehension was assessed through the use of context clues, drawing conclusions, and noting details.  The students had to use focus, support, organization, integration, and conventions throughout their writing.
          In Spelling, this week’s focus was on singular and plural possessive nouns. These were introduced first quarter in Language and have been continuously reviewed throughout the year.  As evidenced on Think Link, this particular concept is a tricky one for the students!  
          In Science, students are still preparing for ISAT.  This week, students learned about the solar system, the three basic kinds of rocks, and facts about weather.  With the Solar System, the students learned about the phases of the moon, rotation/revolution of the earth, Leap Year, constellations, and facts about the planets.  Students also learned more about the three basic types of rocks by discussing the rock cycle, how the three types of rocks are created, and the structure of the earth.  Lastly, students learned about the weather by discussing the water cycle, types of clouds, and weather patterns.
          Within Mathematics, students are wrapping up preparing for the upcoming ISAT test.  This week in math, students learned an array of content.  Students learned more about basic algebra and were introduced to probability.  Within basic algebra, students learned how to write equations, write equations for word problems/solve, and how to write inequalities.  This week, students were also introduced to probability.  They learned how to list possible outcomes, find what will most likely/least likely/equally likely occur, and favorable/impossible outcomes.  Great job working hard boys and girls, I am very proud of you all!
