     In Reading, we reviewed:

· Object pronouns

· Possessive pronouns

     In Spelling, students spelled words with:
· Prefixes and suffixes

· Changing y to i

· VCV pattern

In addition to the above, we have been focusing on the writing skills needed to answer short answer questions and extended response questions.  A couple of months ago, students were taught how to use the question to start their complete sentence answer:

Question:

Why doesn’t Jim finish his math problems in class?  

Complete Sentence Answer:

Jim doesn’t finish his math problems in class because he thinks about food too much.

Incomplete Answer:

because he is hungry

These writing skills are applicable across the curriculum, including Math, Science, and Social Studies!!!  Students are expected to use the question, use capitals & end punctuation, and complete sentence thoughts with a subject & verb.
