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	          In Reading, students enjoyed a story called “The Charm”.  You can achieve your dreams with self-confidence, working hard, and doing the best you can!  We will return to our text next week!
           In Spelling this week, students took their Word Wall pronunciation assessment and reviewed 62 Word Wall words for their 3rd Quarter Test by playing Wordo.   
         In Language this week, we began a more in-depth look into adjectives.  Although we have used them all year in our writing, we will be spending more time on learning some rules and special types.  This week students identified articles (a, an, the) as adjectives that tell how many.  They are used before singular and plural nouns depending on context in sentence and whether the next word in a sentence begins with a consonant or vowel.

          As we end the third grading quarter, students should be proficient in writing extended responses and expository pieces that have:
· Focus:  staying on topic

· Support:  many details and explanations 

            in complete sentences

· Organization:  basic 5 paragraph format

· Conventions:  capital letters, end punctuation, spelling, etc

Students are doing quite well on this unit, but some students are still struggling on basic multiplication facts.  Please review multiplication facts with your child daily. If you do not have multiplication flashcards, you may create your own or go to your local dollar tree and get a set for $1.00.  Multiplication plays a large role in Mathematics in fourth grade and the years to come.  Like the old saying goes, “Practice makes perfect!”

         Lastly, in Social Studies, students are starting back up on learning about the Northeast by investigating their capitals, fun facts, and landforms within these states.
