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	          In Reading, ISAT testing went very well!  The students completed three Reading sessions that included multiple-choice questions and writing two extended response answers.  It appeared as though they remembered all that has been taught thus far this year.  Thank you for sending your student rested and ready to perform.  

          The 4C students listened to Charlie & the Chocolate Factory and created drawings of the descriptions they heard in the story.  The top 5 drawings from each day will be displayed for classmates to vote on.  Winners shall win a scrumptious delight!  The 4D students were able to read their A.R. books for 30 minutes after their ISAT tests were collected.  Remember this is a great time to earn those AR points!  By Monday, each student should have a minimum of 7 points.

          In Science, students are starting a new unit on electricity.  This week, students learned more about the three types of charges (neutral, positive, and negative charge), types of electricity, electricity safety, and more.  Students were able to understand static electricity through a fun lab that involved a pop can and a balloon.  Each group had to figure out a way to make their pop can move without touching it and they could only use a balloon for help.  Ask your child what happened, how they made the pop can move, and what occurred to make this action happen?  On Friday, students completed a second lab this week involving how to make a light bulb light up with only a battery, wires, a light bulb, and masking tape.  Each group came up with wonderful ideas on how they believe they could make the light bulb light up.  Ask your child how they completed this task.  Students did a wonderful job staying on track and working hard on completing both labs this week.  Great job!

          Within Mathematics, students have been having fun using prior knowledge to play math related games during ISAT week.  Students played games relating to fractions, counting money, multiplying, and coordinate grids.  Students have highly enjoyed these activities and not only had fun, but reviewed previous concepts in math at the same time. On Friday, students took the first section of the mathematics ISAT test. Students did a great job staying focused and answering the questions to the best of their ability. Please remember to remind your child to eat breakfast and get plenty of rest the night before ISAT.   Next week, students will be finishing ISAT by completing two math sections and two science sections.
