	Reading:

	Language: 

The students continued working with irregular verbs last week and adjectives this week.  Students worked on writing creative words that describe nouns versus using “dead” words such as big, good, and nice.  We used descriptive words to write captions and to expand sentences.   It was amazing to see sentences grow when they added words to describe What kind?  How many? Or Whose?
After Spring Break, student knowledge of adjectives will be put to use when we begin writing poetry pieces.  These descriptive words shall bring our writing to life and paint a vivid picture of our poem’s meanings.
Spelling:  

Like Spring flowers, our students’ vocabulary is blossoming!  We studied words with the final /e/ sound spelled with the patterns –y or –ey, the final /j/ sound in one-syllable and two-syllable words spelled with –ge or –dge, and final /s/ sound that is spelled with –ce.  Due to the shortened schedule this week, our Test was given on Thursday.

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	        In Science, students finished their unit on electricity and force.  Students were able to show their knowledge of the content learned through a short quiz on Monday.  Both groups did a wonderful job on the quiz!  This week, students are learning about sound.           Lastly, in Social Studies, students finished their unit on the Northeast.  Recently, students took a quiz on the 11 states and capitals in the Northeast region of the United States.  Students did a fantastic job on the quiz and deserve a high five! This week, students started the next unit on the Mid West region of the United States.
