	Reading: 

We started a new theme this week called Nature: Friend or Foe and read Salmon Summer.  This story was about a boy who lived on Kodiak Island, Alaska who helped support his family by catching and curing salmon.  We focused on following directions, identifying steps in a set of directions, and using time order words to clarify directions.

We used the pronunciation key in the dictionary to help us locate the accent mark, bold letter, and schwa (upside down e) to determine if the first or second syllable was stressed.
