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	       This week in Reading, students were read the story “I Like Me.”  Students had to use their comprehension skills to answer questions relating to the story about a pig who likes who she is as an animal. The class also started to learn about words that rhyme with pig.  With guidance, students were able to think of words that rhyme with pig such as wig, big, dig, twig, etc. During our Reading lessons, students were also introduced to the letter M/m. Students learned how to recognize and write the uppercase “M” and the lower case “m.”  The class also learned about what is safe to Munch with Mr. M.  
         In Writing, students learned about how to identify and write letters through a fun story called “Chicka Chicka Boom Boom.”  Students focused on writing letters correctly from the alphabet while still having fun.  We especially focused on the letter M/m since it is our letter of the week. 
        Lastly, in Mathematics, students are learning about how to sort and classify objects.  This week, students focused on learning about spatial terms which include top, middle, and bottom.
