	What we learned this week:

Math:  We took our Chapter 1 test on place value, number sense, ways to express numbers on Wednesday.  Please look for the graded test in the yellow take-home folder.  On Thursday, we  began Chapter 2 by reviewing addition fact strategies.
Language:  We reviewed previous weeks’ lessons on complete sentences, fragments, types of sentences, and compound sentences.  Students took a Quiz on Thursday.  Everyone did a fantastic job!!!  Next week, we will begin looking at subjects and predicates in sentences.
Spelling:  We studied words having short and long /a/ and /e/ sounds and spelling patterns (ea, ay, ee, etc) of each.  Ask your child how he or she can earn the Spelling reward at the end of the quarter!  In addition to being handed out on Monday, lists are posted weekly on www.cusd4.org.  Makeup tests, due to absence, are always scheduled on the following Tuesday at 8:00 a.m.
Reading:  Students read the story Akiak with a partner for fluency. We discussed the main characters, setting, problem, and solution of the story.  Students identified the most important events leading to the conclusion. A written summary was modeled and students learned how to assimilate this information into the summary.
Science:  We finished our study of cells on Monday and began learning about animals and plants.  We discussed the features of how to classify each.  Students are learning how to identify types and discuss examples.
Social Studies:  In connection with Akiak, students enjoyed several Alaskan activities that emphasized the use of facts and supporting details.
