	What we learned this week:

Math:  We reviewed how to use fact strategies to add two and three digit numbers with regrouping.  Students identified the place values that needed to be regrouped.  We will review all of these skills on Monday and take a test on Tuesday, September 27th.  
Language:  Students learned sentences have two parts, a subject and predicate.  Students recognized a simple subject as the noun that answers “who” or “what” the sentence is about.  They also saw the simple predicate as the verb that tells what the subject “is” or “does”.
Spelling:  We studied words having short and long /i/ and /o/ sounds and spelling patterns (igh, oa, ow, ui, etc) of each.  Students also practiced putting words into alphabetical order by analyzing the first letter of a word, then the second letter, and so forth.
Reading:  Students read Grandfather’s Journey.  Grandfather was an immigrant who traveled from Japan to California in the early 1940’s and longed for both places when he was in the other.  We focused on the author’s viewpoint by studying the feelings of the author, word choice, and details used in the story.

Science:  We finished learning about plant, animal, and fungi cells in Chapter 1.  Instead of taking a test on the first chapter, students reviewed the concepts and vocabulary by completing a chapter review.  Next week, we shall study the world of animals more in depth.
Social Studies:  In connection with Grandfather’s Journey,  students learned interesting facts about California and Japan. We used map skills to locate cities, islands, states, etc. Students will end the week by writing a haiku poem.
