	What we learned this week:

Math:   Congratulations 4C!!!   Everyone earned an A or B on our Chapter 2 test on Tuesday!!!   Graded tests were sent home on Wednesday.  We began studying multiplication by looking at the different ways we can arrange our numbers to show repeated addition. Although we practice our facts at school, students are strongly encouraged to do so at home as well.
Language:  This week, students practiced using conjunction words and commas to join two similarly related sentences into a compound sentence. Next week, students will be using Titanic resources to write a newspaper article.
Spelling:  We studied words having short and long /u/ sounds and spelling patterns (ui, u+consonant+e, ew, etc) of each.  Students spent some time dividing words into syllables by using a dot for each break.  For example,

Reading:  For two weeks, students will dive deep (pun intended) into the story Finding the Titanic by Robert Ballard.  Although many students are familiar with the movie, many are discovering surprising facts and information they did not know!  Many of our activities are being extended into our other subjects.
Science:  We began learning about other animal traits, including the basic needs, growth, and adaptations.  Students enjoyed diagramming and building a model of butterfly metamorphosis.  Next week, we shall experiment with buoyancy.
Social Studies:  In connection with Finding the Titanic,  students learned basic map skills to help identify locations in the Atlantic Ocean, including Iceberg Alley. We used newspapers to discuss current local events, feature stories, and world news.  Students also found out how to identify a headline, byline, dateline, illustrations, captions, expository text, and author’s purpose.
