Mr. Smith, Food Service Director, gave a presentation to the Board.  He reviewed new rules and regulations that the Department of Agriculture has initiated.  He listed some menu items that have been introduced.  New regulations will increase the quantity of fruits and vegetables to be served with each meal.  Half of the meals are required to be fruits and vegetables. All milk served has to be 1% or less.  Ultimately, these changes will cost the district more per meal.  These changes are to reduce excessive calories.  In the future, special diet needs will be probably be required if a student needs it.  If made a law, it is expected that this will increase expenses by at least 12%.

President Hansen thanked Mr. Smith for all his efforts that he has brought to the program.  

Mr. Felesena presented program/course changes proposed for the Course Guide.  Adding Honors Geometry/Algebra and Multimedia Applications to name a few while working on classes geared to Career Clusters and Pathways.  
Motion to approve the 2012-2013 Course Guide for Central High School as presented by Mr. Felesena was made by Member Byarley and seconded by Member Caspary.  
Motion passed without dissent.

These groups are self-funded.  They are requesting to transport the students to away competitions instead of paying for the school to transport them.  Motion to allow the Speech Team and First Impressions Show Choir at Nash Middle School to provide their own transportation to away competitions was made by Member Swanson and seconded by Member Shoven.

Mrs. Evans expressed the concerns from our lawyer regarding liability to the school district. 

Motion to approve the Spanish Club request for permission for the trip was made by Member Shoven and seconded by Member Caspary.
