Chebanse Elementary

Kindergarten students are required to have a current physical and proof of up-to-date immunizations before the first
attendance day; as well as a proof of dental exam by a licensed dentist and a proof of vision exam by a licensed
optometrist both by May 15, 2012.

* Second grade students will need to submit a proof of dental exam by a licensed dentist by May 15, 2012.

J.L.Nash Middle School

Sixth grade students are required to have a current physical and proof of up-to-date immunizations before the first
-attendance day, and a proof of dental exam by a licensed dentist by May 15, 2012. Please submit these forms to the
office when completed. The sixth grade physical can qualify as a sport physicai.

Central High School
Freshmen students are required to have a current physical and Tetanus Booster hefore the first attendance day. Please
submit to the office when completed. The freshmen physical does qualify as a sport physical.

Middle & High School
* PE Class - PE uniforms will be available for purchase during the Residency Verification days in August 2011, at a cost of
$17.00. Fifth grade students will receive an order form at Fifth Grade Orientation on May 9, 2011.

* Sports - Participation in sports will require a current sport physical (less than one year old) which is needed before the
first practice. A participation fee will need to be paid for each sport involved in.
A sport physical clinic will be held at OAK {Orthopedic Associates of Kankakee) on June 4™ - time to be announced.
