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1. Vertebrate—An animal with a backbone

2. Invertebrate—An animal without a backbone. 97% of all species are
invertebrates.

3. Sponge—The simplest of all animals. They are filter feeders and

- invertebrates.

4. Cnidarians—Invertebrates with hollow bodies and stinging cells.
Examples include sea anemone, jelly fish, and coral.

9. Echinoderms—Invertebrates with spiny skin. Usually live at the bottom
of the ocean. Examples include the sea star “starfish”, sea urchin, sand
dollars, and sea cucumbers. :

6. Worms—Invertebrates that include flatworms, roundworms, and
segmented worms. Examples include tapeworms and earth worms.

7. Parasite—Gathering nutrients or food from another living thing and
causing them harm. Example: Tapeworms are parasitic. They can liwe in
the intestines of humans or other animals and cause them to be sick.

8. Host—The animal that a parasite lives on. For example, in the case o
the human and the tapeworm, the human is considered the host.

9. Arthropods—Invertebrates with some kind of exoskeleton and bodies
that are divided into segments. Examples include insects, arachnids
(spiders), and crustaceans (lobsters, crabs, shrimp).

10. Mollusk—Invertebrates with soft bodies and often a shell. Examples
include snails, slugs, clams, squid, and octopus. .

11. Arachnids—Spiders. They belong to the arthropod group.

12. Exoskeleton—An extemal covering that protects the body like a shell.
