Member Frerichs arrived at 7:07 P.M.
Tim King of BMO Capital Markets reviewed the issue of General Obligation Refunding School Bonds, Series 2009.  We have an additional set of bonds that have become callable and with lower interest rates available translate into savings for the district in the bond and interest fund.  An official rating process was conducted and our district received an A+.
A motion to approve the Resolution providing for the issue of $5,565,000 General Obligation Refunding School Bonds, Series 2009 of Central Community Unit School District No. 4, Iroquois and Kankakee Counties, Illinois, and for the levy of a direct annual tax sufficient to pay the principal and interest on said bonds as read by President Hansen was made by Member Byarley and seconded by Member Frerichs.

The Board members discussed the Illinois County School Facilities Tax.  The tax rates were provided to the Board. The city of Watseka tax rate is 7% and the rest of Iroquois County is 6.25%.  This tax cannot be used for the education fund.  Fifty one percent of the districts in Iroquois County need to support this so it can be placed on the ballot.  Projected that our district could be eligible to receive $600,000 based on enrollment.  President Hansen supports the County Facilities Tax if it would give relief to our taxpayers and their property tax.  By straw vote the Board would support this.
A motion to go into Executive Session for the Purpose of  Discussing the Employment or Dismissal of Personnel, pursuant to the authority granted by  5ILCS 120/2 ( c), (1), and (11) of the Illinois Open Meetings Act at 7:35 P.M. was made by Member Byarley and seconded by Member Frerichs.
