Fiscal Year 2009 Tentative Levy – A resolution was passed by the Central Community Unit School District No. 4 Board of Education that the aggregate amount of taxes estimated to be levied for the year 2009 is $5,827.007.  The aggregate amount of taxes estimated to be levied for the year 2008 does not exceed 105 percent of the taxes extended, or estimated to be extended by the District in the year 2009. The Truth in Taxation hearing is not required.  Superintendent Evans is suggesting a 4.96 percent increase.  We have healthy fund balances.  We will continue fiscal restraints and responsibilities.  President Hansen said we will do our best to keep district finances under control.
A motion to accept the Fiscal Year 2009 Levy was made by Member Peters and seconded by Member Frerichs.

A motion to adopt a resolution for Fiscal Year 2010 that the interest earned from Working Cash be transferred to Life Safety Fund as read by President Hansen was made by Member Frerichs and seconded by Member Byarley.

Ms Morelock presented the Chebanse Elementary School Improvement Plan/School Report Card and ISAT data.  Reading and Math scores have increased since 2006.  Assessment frameworks were charted so teachers know which areas need more attention.  Teachers practice with ISAT questions daily and weekly.  They have developed a plan for the students who do need additional help.  She complimented her staff for their hard work and dedication for the students’ success.

Discussed possible sale of school property:  The Clifton Bus Garage and the Clifton Elementary School.  
A motion that the Board of Education declares Clifton Bus Garage excess property and directs the Superintendent to open the bid process with a set minimum of $30,000.00 was made by Member Peters and seconded by Member Frerichs.
