They are Ryan Morrison, Laura Peters, Jeremy Weber, Natasha Weisenbeck, Darien Abadie, Ellie Bretzman, Jonathan Dandurand, and Katelyn Gigl.  

Nash Middle School boy’s basketball teams are doing very well.  Sixth graders earned 1st place at Crescent City Basketball Tournament, seventh graders earned 1st place at Twin County Basketball Tournament and eighth graders earned 4th place.  The ISAT testing will be during the week of March 2 – 5th.
Mrs. Evans shared concerns with the board regarding state finances that we will and will not receive.  A loss of three General State Aid payments is projected.  Once again vouchers have been issued, but no payments have been received.   Administrators will begin discussions regarding ways we could save and cuts that could possibly be made.
