A Budget Hearing of the Board of Education was called to order by President David Hansen at 6:45 p.m., on September 28, 2009. The meeting was held at the Board Office in Ashkum, Illinois.

Upon the call of roll, the following members answered present:  Swanson, Byarley, Frake, Hansen, Peters, Caspary

Superintendent Evans, Mr. Felesena, Mrs. Marquis, and Ms Morelock.
Mrs. Evans gave the Board members an overview of the 2009-2010 Budget.  This budget was prepared using conservative estimates.  The total budget shows FY09 ending with total fund balances of $5,268,369 and projected to end FY 10 with total fund balances $5,003.221.  The goal will be to reduce spending where possible and to seek additional funding sources such as grants when available.  Projected revenue FY10 is $12,163,137 and projected expenditures FY10 at $12,428,280.  Therefore a difference of $265,148
President Hansen noted that the board made a deliberate attempt not to capture the highest levy as to give relief to our tax payers.
