In Language, students:

· Found common nouns (people, places, things) in sentences
In Reading, students:

· Worked with partners to analyze each theme story’s story structure (characters, setting, problem/solution, major events).

· Began writing summary paragraphs for each story

· Reviewed author’s viewpoint and text organization.

· Noted important details in the story to use in our writing

In Spelling, students:

· Reviewed 22 short and long vowel sound words, 16 Word Wall words, and 12 Nifty Thrifty Fifty words (Bonus/Challenge words)

· Took our First Quarter Word Wall test
